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Attention Fellow Neighbors!

Over the years some of our neighbors who live alone have had    
medical emergencies leaving them unable to call for help when experiencing 
emergencies such as falls, strokes and/or heart attacks.  Several were not 
found for hours or even more tragically, for days.  

THIS IS UNACCEPTABLE.

We in Cedar Glen need to be especially aware of those who live alone 
and are without immediate assistance should a disaster strike.  

If you are alone, we suggest that you contact a neighbor and work out 
a plan for such unforeseen events . . ., perhaps regular phone calls,             
perhaps some type of a signal like shades opened in the morning and shut at 
night or the turning on and off of porch lights at appropriate times.

The safest and most secure protection is an “alert” medallion but this 
lacks the human touch.  Contact with neighbors is easy and companionable 
and fun.

Hopefully Cedar Glen can be a community 
known for compassion and the willingness of neighbors 
to support each other

Chicken Kabobs on the Grill!

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GREAT GRILLING RECIPE!

Ingredients:

 1/4 cup vegetable oil

 1/3 cup honey

 1/3 cup soy sauce

 1/4 teaspoon ground black pepper

 8 skinless, boneless chicken breast halves—cut into 1 inch cubes

 2 cloves garlic

 5 small onions, cut into 2 inch pieces

 2 red bell peppers, cut into 2 inch pieces

 skewers

Directions:

1. In a large bowl, whisk together oil, honey, soy sauce, and pepper.  Before adding chicken, reserve a 
small amount of marinade to brush onto kabobs while cooking.  Place the chicken, garlic, onions and 
peppers in the bowl, and marinate in the refrigerator at least 2 hours (the longer the better).

2. Preheat the grill for high heat.

3. Drain marinade from the chicken and vegetables, and discard marinade.  Thread chicken and        
vegetables alternatively onto the skewers.

4. Lightly oil the grill grate.  Place the skewers on the grill.  Cook for 12 to 15 minutes, until chicken 
juices run clear.  Turn and brush with reserved marinade frequently.

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Here are a few things that can be done in times of grave emergencies.

FIRST (Emergency)

The Emergency Number worldwide for Mobile is 112.  If you find yourself out of the coverage area of your mobile 
network and there is an Emergency, dial 112 and the mobile will search any existing network to establish the emer-
gency number for you, and interestingly, this number 112 can be dialed even if the keypad is locked.  Try it out.

SECOND (Locked Keys in Car)

Have you locked your keys in the car?  Does your car have remote keyless entry?  This may come in handy some-
day.

If you lock your keys in the car and the spare keys are at home, call someone at home on their cell phone from your 
cell phone.  Hold your cell phone about a foot from your car door and have the person at your home press the unlock 
button, holding it near the mobile phone on their end.  Your car will unlock.  Saves someone from having to drive 
your keys to you.  Distance is no object.  You could be hundreds of miles away, and if you can reach someone who 
has the other “remote” for your car, you can unlock the doors (or the trunk)

THIRD (Hidden Battery Power)

Imagine your cell battery is very low.  To activate, press *3370#.  Your cell phone will restart with this reserve and 
the instrument will show 50% increase in battery.  This reserve will get charged when you charge your cell phone 
next time.

FOURTH (How to disable a STOLEN mobile phone?)

To check your Mobile phone’s serial number, key in the following Digits on your phone: *#06#.  A 15-digit code 
will appear on the screen.  The number is unique to your handset.  Write it down and keep it somewhere safe.

If your phone is stolen, you can phone your service provider and give them this code.  They will then be able to 
block your handset so even if the thief changes the SIM card, your phone will be totally useless.  You probably 
won’t get your phone back, but at least you know that whoever stole it can’t use/sell it either.  

FIFTH (Free Directory Service for Cells)

Cell phone companies are charging us $1.00 to $1.75 or more for 411 information calls when they don’t have to.  
Most of us do not carry a telephone directory in our vehicle, which makes this situation even more of a problem.  
When you need to use the 411 information option, simply dial:

                            (800) FREE 411 or (800) 373-3411

Without incurring any charge at all.  Program this into your cell phone now.  This is sponsored by McDonalds.

The local news and newspapers are reporting bear sightings in parks, on school 
grounds and in local communities.

Several residents in Cedar Glen have reported damage caused to their yards, bird 
feeders and porches by bears.  At first the sightings began with a single bear at the rear of 

the park stealing garbage cans and crushing bird feeders.  Then we began receiving reports that there was a 
mommy bear and her cub wandering the lots closer to the highway.  

We can only assume the reason for these increased sightings is lack of food, forcing the animals to forage 
in our own backyards.  When an animal is hungry even bird or squirrel feeders are irresistible.  

To avoid damage to your home or yard we recommend you remove all 
exterior feeders for birds and/or squirrels.  Residents have reported damage to 
their trees, carports and porches when the bears invade and ravage the feeders 
attached to these structures.

We also recommend you avoid walking alone after dark and watch 
your pets closely when out at night.  Mother bears are protective of their cubs 
and their behavior is unpredictable.

HISTORY OF FATHER’S DAY

The idea of creating a day for children to honor their 
father began in Spokane, Washington.  Us. Sonora Smart 
had introduced the thought while listening to a Mother’s Day 
sermon in 1909.  Sonora Smart, along with her siblings was 
single-handedly raised by her father, William Jackson Smart 
after the death of her mother.  In order to convey her love, ap-
preciation and regards for her father she chose to hold the 
first Father’s Day celebration in Spokane, Washington on the 
19th of June, 1910 as Sonora’s father was born in June.

President Calvin Coolidge, in 1924, supported the idea 
of a national Father’s Day and The National Father’s Day 
Committee was officially formed in New York City in 1926.  A 
Joint Resolution of Congress recognized the Father’s day in 
1956 and in 1966 which finally made it permanent in 1972.  
President Nixon established a permanent national observance 
of Father’s Day to be held on the third Sunday of June.
